GENERAL INFORMATION
1
What are development contributions?
In simple terms development contributions are levies imposed on a development to help the Council to fund the growth capacity in the network infrastructure used by the developments. 


1
How do I know if a development contribution is required for my non-residential development? 
In general you will pay a development contribution when you cause any additional demand on Council’s infrastructure by:  

· Extending the area of business activity on a site;

· Redeveloping a site – i.e. changing it from one business use to another;

· Developing on a vacant site.

2
Why do I have to provide the information requested on this form?

The information is required so that Council can determine what additional demand is generated by the development. It enables Council to undertake a ‘before’ and ‘after’ assessment of the net effect of the development/site on its infrastructure.  It also enables Council to equitably determine what credits might be applicable.

3
How are the development contributions calculated? 

Council’s Development Contribution Policy (DCP) sets out how development contributions must be calculated for non residential developments. In summary:

a)
Council determines the catchment the development is located in, i.e. Te Awamutu, Cambridge etc.

b) 
There are four activities Council requires development contributions for: Roading and 
Transport, Water Supply, Wastewater and Stormwater;
c) 
Each ‘activity’ in b) above has a corresponding ‘Unit of Demand’. To enable demand between different types of development to be properly and fairly compared, all demand is converted into Housing Equivalent Units (HEU’s). An HEU represents the demand created by one household unit;

For example: To calculate Water Supply for a retail development, the formula is 0.2 HEU per 100m² Gross Floor Area (GFA).

d)
Council undertakes a ‘before’ and ‘after’ assessment for each of the activities - Roading and Transport, Water Supply, Wastewater and Stormwater;

e)
Council calculates the development contribution required using the catchment rate for each activity. 

For example. For a 500m²  development in Cambridge, the formula for water supply is:

m2 (GFA) / 100 x units of demand = HEU x fee


Water Supply Fee Te Awamutu Catchment: $3,226 


So, 500 / 100 = 5 x 0.2 = 1 HEU x $3,266 = $3,266
